The skylight installed in the southern portion
of the Large Roof efficiently lets in light for
the natural turf. Based on simulations of the
distribution of sunshine on the pitch surface,
the shape of the skylight is optimized for
keeping the grass in good condition in winter.

"Sora no Mori", rooftop garden on the fifth floor
at the top of the stadium has a circumference
of approximately 850 meters, and is planted
with sakura cherry trees, ume trees, and maple
trees, providing visitors with a place to stroll.
